1. 03.12.25 forwarded email from WCALC re Parish Councillor Allowances. Cllr R Jones requested this item be discussed in Council. Should the Council decide to adopt the Allowance, The Independent Renumeration Panel recommendation is set between 1-3% of the 2027-27 Revenue Budget. The current draft budget calls for a revenue expenditure of £45,175 (subject to Council approval). Representative allowances are listed below. 

1% (£451.75) = £56.47

2% (£903.50) = £112.94

3% (£1355) = £169.41

All elected cllrs (co-opted cllrs do not qualify) except the Chairperson are paid the same amount. The exception is that cllrs can individually choose not to accept the payment. Additionally, there is no limit on the Parish Councillor Allowance for the Chairperson. 

It is strongly recommended that all payments are made under the Council payroll system.   

A list of cllrs paid and the amount under the Parish Councillor Allowances scheme must be published on the website and noticeboard.
