REPORTS

Evesham Sea Cadets has been at its current location in South Littleton for the last thirty five years. Hundreds of young people have been through our doors and enjoyed what the Sea Cadets can offer.

The last few years have been a bit turbulent for the unit to say the least. But the Unit is recovering at slow but steady pace. Cadet numbers are slowly on the up as is cadet retention.

Sea Cadets relies on several volunteer roles, some uniformed and non-uniformed instructional staff, and Unit Management Trustees (UMT). This is something that Evesham is lacking. We are already running an ongoing recruitment campaign for instructional volunteers, but now we also need to recruit UMT members especially a Chair and Vice Chair. The UMT is currently being run by the South West Area Chair for the last 3 years and now that unit has been deemed in a stable position its now the focus to find our own unit Chair and Vice Chair candidates to be elected at our AGM later this year as well as other roles within the UMT. The UMT is responsible for ensure that our facilities are safe and looking for fundraising opportunities as key areas. 

In March we held our Bi-annual Royal Navy Parade, which is an inspection undertaken by our area office and district team, district team conduct a unit review annually. For 2025/2026 reporting period we scored enough to be in the 15% of sea cadet units in the country, across 400+ units nationwide including Channel Islands, Malta and Bermuda. Our cadet numbers were up 45% in this reporting period as well. This is a huge step forward for us with both a small team of cadets and volunteers.

The Littleton Bowling Club currently has members from the Littletons and surrounding areas. All playing members are affiliated to Worcestershire Bowling Association and Bowls England.

A Committee consisting of Chair, Vice Chair, Treasurer, Secretary, Health & Safety Officer, Safeguarding Officer, Fixtures Secretary and 8 other members meet monthly to deal with administrative issues. 

The Club is on a sound financial footing and the Treasurer makes monthly reports to the Committee and provides audited annual accounts to the AGM.

We are very fortunate to have 2 indoor bowling rinks which allow members to bowl all year round.

In the winter we run morning, afternoon and evening leagues and teams from around the area are invited to play against us. We also hold internal competitions.

In summer we play in both National and Countywide competitions and Leagues on our well maintained green as well as running a Wednesday Morning Triples League for all abilities and, again, we hold internal competitions. Our Annual Gala, this year on 5th July, is considered a major event and attracts bowlers from many other clubs.

We try to keep costs of membership and playing as low as possible (currently £110 per year plus £3.50 for each match played) and are hoping to break even or maybe make a small surplus in the current year. Clearly our building is ageing so we are holding reserves which we hope will cover any immediate emergencies that may arise but are aware that we may need to raise more funds if anything larger is required.

We have been made aware that some Section 106 (planning gain) funds will hopefully be available from the District / Parish Council for improvement of the club facilities. Our plans for use of this money include improved insulation to our indoor rinks to make playing in the winter a more pleasurable experience whilst also hoping to save on fuel costs, levelling of the floor in one of the rinks and laying of new, improved carpets to meet current standards. In addition we would like to create a viewing wall from our bar area to allow more members and their guests to watch indoor games. Quotations have been obtained for these works although they will probably need to be updated when we are asked to apply for the funds.   

During the past year we have maintained our player numbers and have gained a few new members through improved advertising and use of social media (Facebook) etc. We will continue to do this and hope that next year we will get even more publicity – we have applied for and been accepted to host a Bowls England celebration match to celebrate our 80th birthday which we hope will be a notable event in the Parish.

The 25 year lease of the Bowling Club land from the Parish Council expires in March 2027 and we have already made an enquiry about the possibility of renewing this lease – we hope to commence discussions on this soon.   
Littletons Division, Annual Report, Hannah Robson District & County Councillor
Good evening, its lovely to see you all here tonight and I cannot believe how fast this year has gone! There has been so much going on in all the parishes, it is hard to keep up with it all and thank you to all those who have welcomed me at their events. 

The big elephant in the room for the remainder of this year and next, is Local Government Reorganisation, which will see the existing District and County Councils abolished and replaced with new unitary authorities. A decision is expected in late June as to whether Worcestershire will be a one or two Unitary area, with many residents and Councillors pushing for the two option. There is some hope that this may come to fruition as one of the closest aligned Councils to Worcestershire, Suffolk, has recently been split into three unitary authorities, this bodes well for us as they had a one or three option, so fingers crossed. There will be elections next year to the new authority. 

Worcestesrhire County Council, rolled out the On Demand Bus service to more of the County including Wychavon last summer, this provides a useful link for areas that do not currently have buses running between them, such as Honeybourne and Pebworth, or Honeybourne and Cleeve Prior allowing residents to catch the train more easily. WE are aware of the need for a bus stop at Meon Way, so those residents can access the serive and are pushing hard for this to happen . 

Veterans Bus Pass – a Green Group motion was passed to allow free travel by Veterans on all Worcestershire buses. A great addition as it was previuolsy only allowable through the On Demand service. 

Planning continues to be very very busy this past year, with numerous applications being made for developments. With the adoption of the South Worcestershire development plan review in late March we have seen a good reduction in the number of applications being received at council. It has also given the officers better grounds for determing cases, meaning less are being called in to planning committee. Much of my time is spent working on individual applications with Parish councils, concerned individuals and discussion with developers to try and gain the best outcome for our villages.

Honeybourne Railway station car park – following National Rails agreement for a pededstrian crossing to allow access from the car park to the platforms, the rail regulator vetoed this. Saying that once people cross one line they will cross the next as think they can and that is dangerous, so no pedestrian crossing. However Wychavon are still committed to getting a crossing and car park here, they have to produce a feasibility study for a bridge which will be commissioned very soon.  The lights within the existing car park have been a nuisance to the neighbouring residants. Following discussions with GWR light caps were ordered for installation, these will direct the light away from the houses. Due to them having to be bespokely made, they are taking longer than we would have liked to be installed. I chase this with GWR very regualary and am still awaiting an installation date.

The Members Highways fund was put towards improving the footway between Broad Marston & Pebworth. The locally determined fund was used to paint 30mph roundels on the entrance to Honeybourne from Pebworth by the two bridges, und a VAS sign for Cleeve Prior and partially fund with my divisional fund topping up an additional VAS sign in Bretforton

As we are all too aware of there are common issues across all the 7 parishes that are within the Littletons Division. These are to do with the speed of vehicles, the size of vehicles and the behaviours of their drivers, I work tirelessly with County Highways and the Police in an attempt to better the roads for all, it is a near on thankless task that is hard to quantify but I will keep trying to make the roads better. I have reported so many defects such as sunken gulleys, potholes, overhanging hedges, road surface deteriorations, road markings that need repainting. Discussed at length locations for VAS signs, additional signs for vulnerable road user such as horse riders, drop kerbs, safer crossing points, speed limit changes, footway surface conditions and highway surface conditions that prove slippery when wet. This will be a forever ongoing task, with a slow response due to the financial pressures at the County Council.
